Subject: Social Studies
 
Grade: 8                       Time: 1 Fifty minute period
I. Title: Tighter British Control Over the Colonies, and Colonial Resistance Grows.
II. Organization: Whole Group and Pairs. 
III. Objectives: Students will understand the following:
· Why Americans saw British efforts to tax them and to increase control over the colonies as violations of their rights.

· Why many Americans began to organize to oppose British policies.

IV. Standards Covered: Pennsylvania Standards 8.3.6.C. These are the standards that                                                 

are listed by the Pennsylvania Department of Education. Section C states; Explain  how continuity and change has influenced United States history from beginnings to1824.
V. Materials:

· Overhead Projector.

VI. Procedures: 
· Lecture and put notes on overhead on American nationalism in the aftermath of the French and Indian War (The Seven Years War).  Also, discus Great Britain’s changing policy toward its North American colonies.

· Put students into pairs. Assign each pair a key term. Have them research the term and report on how that person or event contributed to either tighter British control or greater colonial resistance.
